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The collection and analysis of workplace sexual harassment prevalence information enables
employers to identify trends and risks, and to tailor their responses to sexual harassment,
enabling organisations to manage risks and to measure performance.

This quick guide outlines the steps employers should follow and practical considerations to be
aware of. More information can be found in Using evidence to improve workplace sexual
harassment prevention and response: Guidance for employers.

Collect evidence

To understand the prevalence of sexual harassment in your workplace, you will need information from a
range of sources.

Examples include:

Formal complaints Whistleblower reports Safety incidents

Informal reports Anonymous disclosures Employee surveys

Analyse evidence

Consider various data points for analysis to yield insights into how your organisation can best prevent and
respond to workplace sexual harassment.

Improve disclosures

Given few employers know the full extent of sexual harassment in their workplace, it's important to create
and maintain a workplace culture where it's not only safe to disclose, but also clear that there is zero
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tolerance for sexual harassment. In addition to creating a safer workplace, this will help to improve the
quality and reliability of the evidence you collect which can inform improved prevention and response
activities.

Practical considerations

Employers are at different stages of collecting, analysing and reporting sexual harassment prevalence
information. Your organisation’s approach should be tailored for your workplace and reflect your approach
to prevent and appropriately respond to sexual harassment in the workplace. To this end, you should
keep the following things in mind as you collect and analyse the evidence.
